Mauricio Pradena, who recently successfully defended his PhD thesis at TU 

Delft, invited ASPARi to collaborate with a university in Chile. Mauricio has since 

graduating, taken up a teaching and research post at the University of Concep-

cion. He has been the driving force behind two collaboration initiatives with the 

University of Twente and his Civil Engineering Department. The first is to learn 

from the Twentse Onderwijs Model (TOM) that uses several elements of Project

-based learning to encourage active learning.  The second is to learn from AS-

PARiôs asphalt construction process control initiatives.  To achieve this, I visited 

Chile in April 2017 and with Mauricio, conducted several lectures and work-

shops at the University Concepcion and with the assistance of the National Highway 

Laboratory, conducted an ASPARi PQi monitoring exercise at a construction site 

close to Santiago. Both activities proved very useful to our enthusiastic Chilean col-

leagues. Lecturers, researchers and engineers alike contributed actively during the 

symposiums, workshops and site monitoring exercises. Mauricio has since then, 

submitted a research funding proposal to the Chilean Science Foundation. If ap-

proved, it will enable Mauricio and the ASPARi unit to work on further joint initiatives 

over the next two years and to learn from each other.
